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School Based Learning

In 2010, the Outdoor Training College offered 30 students from The Riverina Anglican College (TRAC), with great results,
the opportunity to participate in a cross curricular Outdoor Recreation Cert I, Board of Education Endorsed Course, and
have expanded in 2011 with TRAC and The Scots College, Bellevue Hill.

The course is a total of 240 HSC indicative hours and is equivalent to 4 units of HSC credit.

Alex Sarantakog Director of Outdoor Education, The Riverina Anglican College tells us his thoughts......

The Riverina Anglican College (TRAC) is a co-educational secondary school located in Wagga Wagga, NSW. Since
2003 students at the College have had the opportunity to engage in a variety of outdoor experiential learning
programs such as the Duke Of Edinburgh Award. In recent years interest had increased quite considerably within
the College community, warranting the College Outdoor Education facilitators to design an elective subject for the
Stage 5 — Year 9 cohort.

The Outdoor Education subject is cross curricular — meaning that the content covered in the subject links closely to
topics covered in other subject areas, including i.e. Geography, Science, History, English, IT, Maths, Food
Technology and Careers. Although the students are in Stage 5, they are further immersed in relevant Stage 6
curriculum such as Legal Studies and Business Studies.

This is all achieved through the Stage 6 VET Certificate Il in Outdoor Recreation. The VET course has given
facilitators of the subject the opportunity to facilitate existing outdoor programs and in return meet the VET
course requirements.

Students enrolled in the course attend regular timetabled lessons each week, as they do with every other subject.
Similar to a PDHPE subject, the lessons are a combination of practical and theory followed by a number of outdoor
expeditions/explorations conducted by our staff with activity specific Outdoor Recreation qualifications.

The E-learning facility developed and provided by Above and Below Adventure Company Pty. Ltd, plays an integral
role in the theoretical component of the subject. Students are able to work at their own pace, not only at school
but in their own home. Teachers have the opportunity to remotely monitor each individual student’s progress at
any time, and parents are also able to play a role in their children’s learning.

Students are required to complete a 70-hour mandatory work placement within an area of the outdoor recreation
industry. Given the diversity of the industry, the students are able to get a taste of employment in areas of:

f Health and community services {I  Education and training
9 Science and research 1 Retail etc
 Finance and insurance

A component of the elective subject is the student’s involvement in the Active After Schools Communities (AASC)
program initiated by the Australian Sports Commission. The training and involvement in the AASC program has
allowed the students valuable experience as they are placed in primary schools voluntarily delivering coaching
sessions. On completion of the AASC program students have contributed to the school communities, accumulated
hours towards their mandatory 70-hours industry placement and as the students are also registered Duke Of
Edinburgh Participants they can also record community service hours towards their Bronze/Silver Award.

There are close to 60 students enrolled in the subject. Students find the subject quite rewarding yet challenging.
The subject gives the students valuable life skills, yet also prepares them for their preliminary (Year 11) and HSC
years at TRAC and/or further educational studies, or early employment within the various associated industries.
